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A booklet will be launched at General Synod detailing the stories of 21 congregations from each of the seven dioceses which have begun to put Local Collaborative Ministry principles into practice in their midst. Their authors, lay and ordained, have not shied away from recounting the struggles encountered en route and the sheer hard work needed for collaborative working, open communication and consensual decision-making. But this search for appropriate ways of ‘continuing in the Apostles’ teaching, proclaiming the good news and working for justice and peace’ in the 21st century is marked also by immense energy, excitement and enthusiasm, sure signs of the Spirit’s movement in our Church. The booklet has been ably edited by Elaine Cameron and Michelle Gavine, and has a Foreword by the Primus.
